
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“BRAINSTORMING”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	Learners will complete two activities in which they will determine which is the most effective.
Instructions:

Exercise #1:
Have the learners complete a specific task, such as coming up with ways to figure a new schedule, and outline it on paper.

Exercise #2: Divide the class into groups.  Have each group appoint a spokesperson and scribe.  Explain to the class that brainstorming is a process in which there are no right or wrong answers and all things are considered.  Ask the learners to come up with ways to figure a new schedule.  Have the groups report on their findings.
