
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“Make a List”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	This technique will require the learner to identify what they want to learn and acknowledge when it has been taught.
Instructions:

· As you begin, advise the participants they have 2 minutes to write down what they want to learn about this topic.

· Inform them that as you cover the topic, to cross off the item(s) on their list that you have covered.  

· At the end of the session, take time to ensure they have their items crossed off.  If not, have the learner read their item and continue to address their issue.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge the learner to be responsible for their learning by identifying what they want to learn and recognizing when it has been taught.


	
VARIATIONS

	· This can be done by taking a few minutes extra to pair the learners up and come up with a short list.
