
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“MEMORIES”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	Learners will identify positive and negative learning experiences.
Instructions:

· Ask the class to take out a blank piece of paper.

· Have them write down their total number of years experience in their career field.

· Have them write down one word that describes the best and worst thing they remember about 
(topic)

.

· Have learners verbally share their responses.  

· Pull this together by asking if anyone had any trouble remembering their best experience or worst experience.  Five, ten, fifteen years from now, what do you think others will remember?  Clarify that they have an opportunity to impact those memories.  Do they want to make them positive or negative memories.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge each learner to identify positive and negative memories and the impact they have on future memories.


	
VARIATIONS

	Topics:

· Your first trainer, supervisor, cultural contact, day at the academy, day on your own.

· You first call:  homicide, robbery, domestic disturbance, rape, etc.

· Your first contact with a policeman
