
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“PASS THAT QUESTION”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	Participants will identify important points taught in class by asking questions and providing answers.
Instructions:

· After 20-30 minutes of lecture, ask learners to review their notes and think of an important point.

· On an index card, write down a question based on that important point.  On the opposite side of the card, write the answer.

· After everyone has written down a question and answer, have participants pass the card to their left (or right). 

· If the person receives the card with the question face up, they must write down the answer before looking at the other side of the card.  
· If the person receives the card with the answer side up, they must write down the question before looking at the other side of the card.  

· The class will then be given 2 minutes to follow up on the responses with the person that gave them the card.  

· When time is called the instructor will ask if there are any disagreements.  This will provide a catalyst for reviewing material and ensure understanding.

· Instructor may elect to continue class, periodically breaking for this technique again.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge the learner’s memory retention and provide a means of reviewing class material, specifically when there is a lack of understanding or confusion.


	
VARIATIONS

	· Reverse the order and have the learner write down the answer to an important point and when the card is passed, the person it is passed to must come up with a question.  (Similar to Jeopardy)

· Collect the questions at the end of class and use them for development of tests, or other activities such as jeopardy, concentration, baseball, etc.
