
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“PICTIONARY”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	Learners will draw images that relate to a word or phrase.  Observers will try to guess what that word or phrase is based on the image.
Instructions:

· Game may be played informally or formally in the same manner as the commercial game.

· People may choose their own words/phrases, or have some written and ready.

· Lack of artistic talent is not an excuse for participating in this game.

· Person is selected to come up and draw clues for their word.  Individuals or teams must guess the word.

· Follow up with discussion about how people see and interpret things differently.

Game is so much fun, you don’t care who wins or loses!


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge the learner to think quickly and associate pictures with words or phrases.
