
TEACHING TECHNIQUE
“WHEEL OF FORTUNE”
	
TECHNIQUE DESCRIPTION

	Following the rules for the “Wheel of Fortune” game, participants will determine the a predetermined phrase.
Instructions:

· Determine your phrase and provide one clue.

· Arrange the letter cards on the display board.  Turn the letters over so they do not show.

· Explain the rules to the class.  (Some modification may be necessary depending on the group)

· Allow the learner to go through and play the game until someone correctly determines the phrase.

· Do this as many times as desired with as many phrases as desired.  

· Winner is the one or group with the most correct answers at the end of the session.


	
KEY LEARNING POINTS

	This technique will challenge the learners to quickly determine a predetermined phrase.


	
VARIATIONS

	· Play with three individuals or with three teams or as a class using an answer sheet.


	
RESOURCES NEEDED

	· Wheel of Fortune Game (Use money, free spin tokens, spinner and game rules)

· Index cards marked with letters

· Wheel of Fortune Display Board (instructions attached)

Making a Wheel of Fortune Display Board

To make simple Wheel of Fortune Display Board that is easy to use and transport you will need the following:

· A cardboard or foam board presentation display board  (Cost under $10)

· 48 clear, stick on business card holders (Cost $4 each, sold in packs of 10)

· An assortment of 3x5 inch index cards.  (Dark colors work best.  Cost under $5)

· Yardstick

· Paint, lead pencil, colored pencils or stick-on lettering
· Large marker
· Wheel of Fortune Board Game (Under $20)
1. Write "WHEEL OF FORTUNE" at the top of the board in 3-inch lettering.  

2. Measure 9 inches below the bottom of the lettering and draw a line across the board.  

3. Peel off the first business card pocket and stick to the left of the first fold in the display board with the bottom of the pocket resting on the drawn line.  This first pocket will serve as your anchor for the rest of the line.  

4. Continue sticking cards across the line.  The line should hold 12 cards with a 2-3 right margin.  

5. Measure the second row 7 inches from the bottom of the first row and draw a line. 

6. Repeat steps 3-5 until you have 4 rows of pockets.  

Prepare cards for letters.  Handwrite them with a marker or run them through a printer.  Be sure you cannot see the letter through the card.

Review the game rules from the Wheel of Fortune Box.  Put the spinner together as directed.  Set out free spin tokens and the money.

SUGGESTIONS:

1. When setting the phrase up on the board, skip a pocket to indicate a space between words.

2. Have prizes for the person with the most answers/money.
